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Abstract

The abstract should contain no more than 150 words. It should provide key objectives and conclusions. The abstract should use the style IJAC_AbstractText. Keep the abstract as one paragraph of text (no returns).

1. INTRODUCTION

After the title, author information, and abstract, the second-order headings for section are numbered, starting with 1, 2, 3, etc. Use for the heading style IJAC_Header1. All paragraphs that are used in the body of the main text, use the style IJAC_Normal. If you need to provide emphasis or accent to specific parts in the text, you may use Italics, but not underlining or bold! Papers are reformatted by the publishers in the IJAC style, so the formatting in this template is deliberately minimal.
The manuscript must be written in English and should not, normally, exceed 6,000 words. The formats accepted are Word (.doc) and pdf. Please upload your paper to the online submission system once completed at:

The metric system is to be used throughout and if it is necessary to quote other units then these should be added in parentheses. The use of unnecessarily complicated notation and formulae should be avoided and the material should be presented in the simplest possible manner. Avoid using footnotes.
The manuscript is expected to be written in correct and easily readable English. An author who is not proficient in English is advised to seek help in editing the manuscript before typing. Both English and American spellings are acceptable, but each paper is expected to follow one style consistently. Please avoid the use of contractions such as can’t and aren’t; spell out full words such as cannot, are not.

1.1. Second-order headings

Second-order headings are numbered in the style 1.1., 1.2., 1.3., etc. They are in sentence case, meaning that only the first word has a capital letter at the beginning. Use the style IJAC_Header2. The text following a second-order heading is the standard IJAC_Normal.

Third-order headings

The use of third-order headings should be avoided. Third-order headings are not numbered, and written in sentence case, meaning that only the first word has a capital letter at the beginning. Use the style IJAC_Header3. The text following a third-order heading is the standard IJAC_Normal.

Fourth-order headings and below

Fourth-order headings and below are not accepted! Please structure your paper in such a way that they are not required.

2. The use of references

References to published work should be numbered sequentially in the order of citation and a reference list in numerical order should be given at the end of the paper. Refer to the publication in the text by using square brackets, e.g., [1], [2], [3], [4-6], [7, 2-5, 9], etc. If you refer to a publication you cited already earlier, then use the number you used the first time. If you refer to an information source on the Internet, treat the URL also as reference to a published work ([1], [2], [3], etc.).

3. The use of tables

Keep tables preferably less wide than the text area, or at most as wide as the text area. Tables are numbered, and preceded by a caption. Use IJAC_Normal for the caption text. Write the caption in the form: “Table 1: Caption text.” (Note the capital for the start of the caption, and the period at the end). Keep a blank line before and after the caption text. For the headers of the table, use the style IJAC_TableHeaders. For the information in the table, use the style IJAC_Normal. Do not allow contents of a row continue over a next page, unless there is a lot of text in the rows. Keep a blank line after the table, unless it is followed by a header of any kind. Refer to a table in the main text with the form “Table 1” (note the capital for the word Table); so not T.1, nor Tab. 1, nor table 1, nor tab. 1. Example:

4. The use of images

Images should be embedded in the paper, either in the correct location, or at the end of the paper. Please check a copy of the journal to ensure the lettering is large enough to be legible after reduction of the illustration to fit the page or column width. Each figure should be labeled under the image.
Good quality, clearly reproducible, images are required. Electronic files, such as JPEG, TIFF and BMP, are acceptable.  The preferred format is JPEG, medium compression 300 dpi.
It is normally possible to reproduce electronic illustration files produced within programs such as Word (as a single grouped object) or Excel. If possible please use standard typefaces within the illustration (for example: Arial, Helvetica, Times, etc.). 

Refer to an image in the text with the form “Figure 1” (note the capital for the word Figure); so not F.1, nor Fig. 1, nor figure 1, nor fig. 1.

Use the style IJAC_Normal for the caption. Keep a blank line between the image and the preceding text. Keep the figure caption directly below the image. Use the following format:

Leave one blank line after the caption and the following text, unless it is followed by a header. If you have a left and right part of an image, or left, middle, and right part, then use the following format:

Figure 1. Left: The caption text for the left image. Middle: The caption text for the middle image. Right: The caption text for the right image.

Leave one blank line after the caption and the following text, unless it is followed by a header.

5. The use of bullEt- and numbered lists

For bullet lists use the style IJAC_NormalBullitList:

· Item 1 of the list (note the use of sentence case and the period at the end of the item).

· Item 2 of the list.

· Item 3 of the list.

Continue after the bullet list with the style IJAC_Normal.

When using numbered lists, use the style IJAC_NormalNumberedList:

1. Item 1 of the list.

2. Item 2 of the list.

3. Item 3 of the list.

Continue after the bullet list with the style IJAC_Normal.

6. The use of equations

Equations should be numbered sequentially in brackets (..) to the right margin. Within the text, an equation is referred to as “Eqn (..)”, or equations as “Eqns ( .. - ..)”.

7. The use of citations

The use of citations sparingly. Please keep citations short, if you must use them. Apply the style IJAC_Citation to this text. Enclose the citation with quotes to indicate it is a citation. Provide the reference after the citation as you would with other references in the text. As stated by the IJAC template document:

“The use of citations is generally discouraged. Please keep citations short, if you must use them. Apply the style IJAC_Citation to this text. Enclose the citation with quotes to indicate it is a citation. Provide the reference after the citation as you would with other references in the text.” [10]

Continue after the citation with the standard IJAC_Normal style, unless it is followed by a header.

8. Conclusion

With the conclusions section, the numbering of the sections ends. The conclusions section can have whatever title you feel appropriate, but this section should provide an argued and substantiated overview of the findings of the paper, and possible avenues for further inquiry.
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
